Chief Financial Officer Gregory Della Pia stated that this budget reflects a 2.6% tax increase with the amendment to the budget.  He informed that he previously provided an accounting to the Committee regarding the 350,000 that was placed in the budget last year and detailed the expenditures 

Joe Schiller – Made a suggestion to the Committee that the CFO should on a monthly basis provide a list of the over/under expenditures.

Jim Adams – 210 Aldin Road – Concern regarding the open space tax, wanted to know what percentage used on an annual basis.  Also questioned the telephone system upgrade.

Tanya Segal – 1913 Lincoln Drive – Stated that she understands the increases on the budget, however stressed to the Committee to not spend money that we do not have creating an over expenditure.

Mayor Kanyuck stated do we cut back the budget appropriations for the Police, Fire, Squad.

Committeeman Visconti stated that the population of the township if at approximately 5,400.  He is concerned about the day population of an estimate of 20,000 because of the retail stores in the township.  This is a concern of his regarding emergency services and police protection.

Chief Guzzo – Provided for the Committee an update on the crime status in the township.  Stated that he has requested additional equipment for the department to update the department and also to prevent potential lawsuits because the lack of required equipment.  He stated that there is a level of liability that the Police Department has and it does not have the proper equipment to cover this liability issue.

Joe Schiller – questioned what is 108,618 listed on page 3c of the budget stand for?  The CFO informed that it is for Financial Administration, the change in staffing, additional hours worked.

Mayor Kanyuck informed that at the June 1st workshop he would present a resolution to the Committee for adoption regarding health benefits.  He is hoping the Assemblywoman Karrow will be in attendance at this meeting.  He stated that the purpose of this resolution is regarding elected officials receiving health benefits.  He informed that there are two members that the township is paying the cost and he didn’t feel that it is right.  He stated that this resolution is going to be forwarded to Trenton.  

Committeewoman Emiliani corrected Mayor Kanyuck stating that she pays for her  dental benefits.  The payment for the dental benefits are withdrawn out of her paycheck.  As for the health benefits, she pays the township monthly for this expense.

Committeeman Blaszka stated that he wants this policy finally addressed.  He stated that regarding the Dental Policy if you are not a full-time employee you are not entitled to receive benefits.  He stated that there are individuals on this dental plan whether they are paying for it or not, are not eligible to be on this plan because they are not full time employees.  He requested that the Attorney review the contract.  

Committeewoman Emiliani stated that she has had dental benefits since last year and has been paying for it.  Questioned as to why this is being brought up now. 

Mayor Kanyuck stated that he has a problem with Committeewoman Emiliani having two insurances even though she pays for the one plan.  He said that this is still part of the pull regarding the loss ratio.  He stated that he thinks it is unethical.

Committeewoman Emiliani questioned why this was being discussed now, since she has had the benefits since last year.

Tanya Segal – Stated that she feels bad for the town.  This Township Committee is not on the same page obviously.  

Frank Marchetta – Thanked the Township Committee for sitting up there and taking shots for the town.

TOWNSHIP ENGINEER

1. STRYKER’S ROAD
· Engineer Finelli previously completed the design plans for the project, which were submitted, to the NJDOT on June 1, 2005 to meet the deadline, which was placed upon the Township by the NJDOT.  It is important to note that since the project will be jointly bid with Warren County in the Spring of 2006, we have not done any project specifications at this time.  This work will be coordinated with the County prior to the bidding of the project in 2006.  He has been in recent contact with the County Engineering Department and will continue to move forward regarding the coordination of the bidding of this project and the preparation of project specifications.

· Engineer Finelli has been in recent contact with James Harding, NJDOT District I Region Manager, regarding the joint bidding and contractual procedures associated with the Township and Warren County jointly bidding this project.  Mr. Harding indicated that the procedure is fairly straight forward and he would be forwarding him all the necessary paperwork and supporting documents required by the NJDOT for a jointly bid project.  At this time, it appears that the County will be the lead agency from a contractual standpoint.  If that is indeed the case, the Township and County will need to enter into an Interlocal Agreement regarding the funding and contractual responsibilities of each entity.

· As per a request from the NJDOT, Engineer Finelli attended a meeting on April 10, 2006 between three (3) representatives from the NJDOT Local Aid Office and Dave Hicks, P.E., County Engineer.  The purpose of this meeting was to review the timeline and logistical issues associated with the joint bidding of the project between Warren County and Greenwich Township.  The County has been held up by their consultant regarding the completion and permitting requirements associated with the new culvert design for the section of Stryker’s Road crossing the Lopatcong Creek.  For this project to be jointly bid, the County must secure the necessary NJDEP permits prior to the project going out to bid.  Unfortunately, the County is behind schedule and is not in a position to bid the project at this time.  At the April 10, 2006 meeting, Dave Hicks expressed to the NJDOT the importance of the Township and the County jointly bidding this project.  He also explained the difficulties and delays the County has suffered relative to the culvert permitting.  The NJDOT has agreed to extend the Township’s timeline so as to enable both projects to be bid jointly.  As per this meeting and the timeline offered by Mr. Hicks, it appears that the project will not be bid until late Summer/early Fall with construction commencing this Fall, but most likely carrying over into 2007.  Engineer Finelli will continue to keep the Committee apprised as timelines become more established.

· At this time, he is still waiting for a letter from the NJDOT, which will outline their final position on the previous grant allotments to the Township and their recommendation relative to the joint bidding and construction of this project between Warren County and the Township of Greenwich.  Once the letter is received, we will coordinate further with both the Township Committee and Warren County relative to the recommendations of the NJDOT for this project.

· It is important to note that the design of the reconfigured traffic signal to facilitate a four-way signal at Dumont Road/Route 519/Rath’s driveway has been completed by Lublanecki Engineering Inc. and his office and has been previously forwarded to the NJDOT for approval.  The County has previously approved the plans for the traffic signal.  Engineer Finelli has recently been advised by the County that the traffic signal design has been officially approved by the NJDOT.

· Please note that the current design plan, which was submitted, to the NJDOT includes both a left turn at Stryker’s Road onto CR 519 North and a relocated “exit-only” driveway from Rath’s Deli to a reconfigured four-way traffic signal directly across from Dumont Road.  This design was the culmination of numerous meetings and reviews by the Warren County Engineering Department.

2. WYNDHAM FARM

· The previous litigation has now been settled and the project and associated improvements are presently covered under the maintenance bond as per the settlement agreement between the Township and MRC.  His office is still involved with this project from an overall administrative standpoint with regards to such items as sinkhole remediation and the maintenance bond release administration and follow-up.

· To remind the Township Committee, per the settlement agreement with M. Rieder, the maintenance bond for the majority of the site improvements (excluding sinkholes) was due to expire on March 15, 2006.  However, since the maintenance bond default punch lists have been received by M. Rieder’s bonding company in advance of the expiration date, it is my understanding that the maintenance bonds will remain in full force and effect until final acceptance and release of same is authorized by his office.

· The fieldwork was completed by his office and the formal notice to the bonding company regarding the various deficient items discovered during His inspection was sent (via certified mail) on March 3, 2006.  All Township Committee Members, Kim Viscomi, Brent Carney and Michael DiMarco have received copies of the letter and punch lists.  On May 1, 2006, he conducted a site meeting with Jack Mandelbaum of MRC to review the items and procedures for remediation/repair/replacement of the various improvements as outlined within the maintenance bond default letter.  He will continue to coordinate this matter with MRC until all required work is completed within the project.

3. NEW JERSEY STATE STORMWATER MANAGEMENT REGULATIONS

· The regulations have been long-since adopted and were effective as of February 2, 2004.  The Township had previously received their Municipal Storm water Regulation Program Requirements package from the NJDEP.  The Township has received the approved storm water general permit from the NJDEP.  The permit # is NJPDES: NJG0153842/PI ID#: 198015.  The Effective Date of Permit Authorization (EDPA) was April 1, 2004.
· Joe Nalio from his office has been working on the various aspects and details associated with the implementation of the requirements of the storm water management regulations.  In that capacity, Joe has developed a manual for the Township DPW’s use in conjunction with their reporting of the various tasks they are responsible for as per the new storm water management regulations.  Joe Nalio has met with Kimberly Viscomi, Township Clerk, and John Howell, DPW Superintendent, in an effort to review the manual and discuss the implementation of the regulations and the Township’s responsibilities for it.  

· It is important to bear in mind that the Township will need to continue to move forward relative to full compliance with their SWM permit, including the preparation of a build-out analysis and SPPP which are currently being worked on by his office.

4. NEW FIRE HOUSE

· His office has completed considerable work on the Site Plan development phase of the project.  At this juncture, his office has ceased work on the project until the budgetary issues associated with the entire project have been resolved.  Based upon the prior action of the Township Committee to reserve a 20 Ac. exception area, the firehouse will be situated within this 20 Ac. portion of the property.

5. TOWNSHIP RECREATIONAL COMPLEX (HAMLEN PROPERTY)
· The Township Committee authorized his office to proceed with the design work associated with the new Township Recreational Complex at the August 2005 Committee Meeting and as per his August 16, 2005 Memo to the Committee.  Should any Members of the Township Committee have any questions regarding the scope of work in question, he recommended that you refer to his Memo, dated August 16, 2005, which details and outlines the various engineering design services, including the preparation of contract bid documents in conjunction with this project.

· His office was working on the design of the subject improvements and had achieved a point of design completion of approximately 50%.  Committeeman Visconti had contacted his office in late February and advised us to Stop Work on the project pending the ultimate approval for the future funding of these recreational and field improvements.  Since Committeeman Visconti has contacted us, he has ceased work on the project.  Once the Township is again in a position to proceed, he will look for authorization and proceed with the completion of the design phase of the project at that time.

6. TOWNSHIP RECREATIONAL COMPLEX (GREEN ACRES LOAN)
· His office forwarded an official request letter, dated April 13, 2006, to Green Acres requesting a second round of funding.  The request, as per the recommendation of Green Acres, was made for $1.6M, which is the approximate existing shortfall between the project cost estimate and the initial, round of funding ($400,000) previously secured through Green Acres.  All Township Committee Members should have received a copy of this letter.  At this time, he is unaware of the timing for any award notice being made by Green Acres.  Please make note that the likelihood of securing $1.6M is very slight, but Ms. Murphy had advised his office to apply for the full amount and they will attempt to fund as much as possible.

7. PHILLIPSBURG REGIONAL WASTEWATER MANAGEMENT PLAN (WMP)

· His office has been requested to partake in a collective and joint venture with the other adjacent sending municipalities (Pohatcong, Lopatcong and Alpha) to develop new and current municipal WMPs.  Along with Joe Pryor, he will be updating and revising the Township WMP to reflect the new wastewater conditions subsequent to the adoption of the new Master Plan.  The Township has until June 7, 2006 to prepare and submit an “approvable” WMP to the NJDEP.

8. TOWNSHIP SANITARY SEWER SYSTEM (EMERGENCY REPAIR CONTRACT)  
· His office attended a bid opening for this contract on April 11, 2006.  Only one (1) bid was received from Henkels and McCoy, Inc.  The total amount of the bid was $90,827.16.  He previously forwarded the executed bid documents to both Joe Pryor and Brent Carney for their review and comment.  Joe Pryor has provided him with a letter indicating his approval of the bid as submitted by Henkels and McCoy.  Brent Carney has advised him that the Committee should take action at the May 18, 2006 Committee Meeting to award the contract to Henkels and McCoy with a condition requiring his approval of the bid documents and surety.  
· The Committee should be advised that the total bid price is somewhat misleading in that it reflects various man-hour projections, material and equipment costs of which the majority may never be utilized.  This contract is solely for emergency sanitary sewer repair work, which, if all holds true to form, may never be needed.

9. TOWNSHIP SANITARY SEWER OPERATION & MAINTENANCE CONTRACT

· The project contract has been fully executed and forwarded to Aqua New Jersey, Inc.  At this juncture, he is in the process of scheduling a “kick-off” meeting with Aqua New Jersey, Inc. and Joe Pryor to commence with the ongoing Operation and Maintenance aspects of this contract and the Township’s sewer system.
10. SERVICE ELECTRIC CABLE TV – CONNECTION TO GREENWICH ELEMENTARY SCHOOL

· Nevitt Duveneck of his office has been coordinating with Service Electric Cable TV (SECTV), the affected property owners along Wyndham Farm Boulevard, and Attorney DiMarco relative to the proposed installation of a fiber optic cable, which is slated to be connected to the new Greenwich Elementary School.  It is his understanding that all required easements has now been secured by SECTV.  This project will be continuing over the next month or so.

11. 2004 WARREN COUNTY CONSERVANCY TRUST FUND GRANT
· As you may be aware, Committeewoman Emiliani is a member of the 2006 Warren County Conservancy Committee.  Ms. Emiliani previously advised him of an inconsistency relative to the Township’s prior 2004 application to the County Trust Fund Committee which was brought to her attention by another current member of the County Trust Fund Committee.  Morris Land Conservancy (MLC) originally prepared this application.  This application was to secure additional funding associated with the Township’s acquisition of the Hamlen property.  The inconsistency in question relates to the 20 Ac. exception areas where the future firehouse and other potential municipal facilities are slated to be located.  This 20 Acres is now “cast in stone” as it has been excluded as part of the prior Green Acres application and approval.  The total area of the tract is 114 Acres±.  The 2004 County Conservancy Grant excluded a 15-Acre portion of the overall parcel for a total acquisition area of 99 Acres.  Therefore, the correct area on the application should have been 94 Acres, not 99 Acres.

· Engineer Finelli spoke with Bob Resker, Director of the Warren County Land Preservation Office, who has suggested that the Township supply a simple explanatory letter.  At the February 16, 2006 meeting, the Township Committee authorized his office to prepare a correspondence to forward to Mr. Resker’s attention for action by the County Conservancy Committee (CCC).  Since the March meeting of the CCC was cancelled, the next meeting of the CCC was due to occur on April 3, 2006.  His office, on behalf of the Township, prepared a letter, dated March 31, 2006, which was sent out under Mayor Kanyuck’s signature to Mr. Resker.  All Township Committee Members should have received a copy of this letter.  No response of any type has been received to date from Mr. Resker or the CCC.  

12. 2007 NJDOT MUNICIPAL TRUST FUND GRANT APPLICATIONS
· Engineer Finelli received a copy of a letter, dated April 7, 2006, to Mayor Kanyuck from the NJDOT regarding the 2007 Municipal Aid Program.  Applications are due to the NJDOT Local Aid Office on or before June 30, 2006.  At the April 20, 2006 meeting, the Township Committee authorized his office to prepare applications for submission under this year’s program.  The two (2) applications, which are slated to be developed for submission to the NJDOT, will be for Beatty’s Road reconstruction and sidewalk/pedestrian extension projects for North Main Street and possibly Willow Grove Road.  He hopes to present these applications for Township approval and to secure the Mayor’s signature at the June 15, 2006 Committee Meeting.

13. TOWNSHIP CERTIFICATE OF OCCUPANCY (C.O.) RELEASE PROCEDURE
· At the April 20, 2006 meeting, the subject of the establishment of a formal procedure for C.O. releases was discussed and reviewed by the Township Committee.  The issue was raised in an effort to streamline the process and protect the Township to ensure that all approvals are secured and all required fees/payments (i.e. COAH, sewer connection, escrow, etc.) are made by anyone requesting a C.O. for either a residential or non-residential facility.  At the April 20, 2006 meeting, the Committee authorized his office to work with Eloise Hagaman (Tax Assessor), Gordon Kobler (Tax Collector), Pat Doddy (Construction Official) and any other involved parties towards the development of a formal C.O. release process.  He will continue to keep the Committee apprised as we move forward with this matter.
