MAYOR KANYUCK

· Authorize Township Engineer to prepare bid specifications for Fire Tanker  

Fire Chief Mecsey informed that diesel engines are going to be required to meet a new standard for emissions in 2007.  He informed that there is going to be between a 5% to 10% increase in motors and parts for the diesel engines as per the dealer that he has been working with to develop this truck spec.  Hopefully by the time that the package is ready and the bids are done, the truck chassis will be 2003-2006 diesel emissions specs, not the newer one coming in 2007. The dealer will be able to use up what motors they have in stock.  After that they will have to meet the new emissions standards.  Mayor Kanyuck stated that by moving forward now, we will save between $7,500-$10,000.  Committeewoman Emiliani stated that she is not sure that we need to be new.  There is a possibility of a retrofit to the existing tanker.  Committeeman Gurneak stated that this is the first time in the last year in a half; the Committee has not discussed a fire tanker.  He would like for the Fire Company to come before the Committee and make a presentation of the need.  Mayor Kanyuck stated that since there was no support on authorizing the bid specifications to be completed, he tabled this issue.

She informed that the school notified her that they were no longer going to be providing courtesy bussing to her children, who live along North Main Street.  She stated that she is very upset by this decision.  She stated that he young daughter and son would have to walk Main Street, cross at the intersection to South Main Street and walk along South Main Street, which has sidewalks very close to the road.  She is concerned that this is a safety issue and doesn’t feel that the children should be walking to school.  She was not notified during the school board budget process that they were going to eliminate courtesy bussing for her children.  Since the budget was reinstated, so should any element regarding elimination of bussing.  Mayor Kanyuck informed that the Township is going to hire an additional crossing guard for this intersection, and at present children are walking to school with their parents written permission.  Once the extensions of the sidewalks are completed more children will be walking.  He instructed that any conflict regarding the elimination of courtesy bussing should be directed to the School Board.
