5. Roberta Fohr of 614 South Main Street – Stated that she attended the old school and would like to see municipal offices and police station at the school.  She has listing of grants from the website.  Wants what little heritage of town saved.

6. Robert Brunk of 121 Kenndy Mill Road – Stated not to use the building for homeless shelter.  See if we can use building for offices.

7. Gary Hill of 529 North Main Street – Stated that municipal services at the municipal building are over crowded.  Wants to preserve Main Street.

8. Joe Schiller of 418 Daniel Drive – He was involved with homeless in the past.  Young children are involved.  Unfortunate those families are homeless.

9. Elaine Mullikin of 524 North Main Street – Has lived in the township for over 40 years. Stated that Main Street is like Norman Rockwell picture.  Stated that the school has meaning to the original residents.  Informed that she is moving because of the high taxes.
